GO-Biz Tours Nokia’s New Semiconductor Facility in San Jose



In October, GO-Biz toured Nokia's new semiconductor facility in San Jose, California. With
this new facility, the Finnish company aims to improve the capacity, reliability, and
sustainability of data centers, and will create approximately 400 new jobs in the region.

Nokia’s expansion to Silicon Valley was supported by several state programs, including the
California Alternative Energy and Advanced Transportation Financing Authority (CAEATFA),
which offers a full sales and use tax exclusion to manufacturers that promote alternative
energy. It was also a recipient of the California Competes Tax Credit (CCTC), an income
tax credit available to businesses that want to locate in California. Companies interested in
learning more about these incentives can contact brenden.jacoby@gobiz.ca.gov.
